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Re-exploring Religious Fanaticism and Aestheticism 

 in the Novels of Shauna Singh Baldwin

Abstract :- One cannot and should not dismiss the role of religion in the human psyche. A true 

religion is always aesthetic in its own way as no religion teaches us enmity and superstition rather 

they preach us of humanity. It is an Irony that most of the fanatics have moulded and misinterpreted 

the teachings of their holy books for their own convenience and benefit. These two ways of 

accepting religious ideology result in a different way. One is the way towards violence and blind 

faith while other is the face of true religion and shows the hidden beauty of it. 

In her three novels, Shauna Singh Baldwin, depicted the true aestheticism in religion and 

also mentioned those fundamentalists who are spreading hatred taking the shelter of religion. She 

explored the complexities of religious understanding within the mankind. The intent of this 

research paper is to re-explore her novels on the basis of the two religious faces and how it is 

affecting human mind. It also intends to depict the aestheticism in religious pluralism demonstrated 

by Baldwin in her fiction.

Shauna Singh Baldwin, a Canadian writer of Indian origin, was born in 1962 in Montreal, Canada 

but grown up in India and completed her graduation from Delhi university. She wrote three novels 

that deal with Variant themes. She has shown her staunch view point towards religion explaining all 

major and minor rituals and perceptions of different communities and touched almost every single 

religion in her fiction like Sikh, Hindu, Muslim, Christians and even Jews. Her main pivot was to 

show the difference between pure religion and fanaticism when she discussed about any particular 

ideology. Her first prize winning novel What the Body Remembers is a partition novel but what 

makes it different from any other partition novel is that, it is from the perception of a Sikh woman, 

Roop who firstly struck in a polygamy and after that struggled to save herself and her children from 

those who were shading blood all around in the name of partition. As Baldwin is a Sikh by religion, 

so her very first novel largely grounded on the Sikh religion and its beauty. She, so aptly and finely 

depicted the rituals and the customs of her religion that the reader would love to be a part of them.

She didn’t even hesitate on using some Punjabi words in the novel whenever she felt that no word 

can define the feelings better. She had a great influence of Guru Granth Sahib in her life and it is 

clearly visualized in the novel. 

 

Although her main focus was on the Sikh women but she didn’t miss any opportunity to 

beautify other religions according to her characters’ dwelling. There are many instances in the novel 

that will show her love and interest towards every religion. She compared Roop’s hair with the 

togetherness and strong bond of Hindu, Muslim and Sikh. Her hair’s three split ups are like these 

three religions and although they are separate but still are combined- 

 

“Roop is a new Sikh, then, an uncomprehending carrier of orthodoxy resurging in 

them all. Hindus, Sikhs, Muslims, they are like the three strands of her hair, a strong 

rope against the British, but separate nevertheless.” (WTBR 06)  

 

How beautifully all the religions found their place, has also been examined through the 

framework of Vayu (the Wind) as he has been everywhere since the generations and even before 

the generations. A fine description of ‘Vayu’ who has witnessed everything happened in the past and 

is happening in the present; has also been addressed. She explained about the Gods of different 

religions and their teachings that ‘Vayu’ has witnessed. With the help of ‘Vayu’, she told the readers 

about Mahavira Jain, Gautama Buddha, Prophet Muhammad and Guru Nanak- 

 

“….. it was Vayu who swept the ground before Mahavira Jain, Heard the first lessons 

of non-violence. He listened in awe as Gautama Buddha taught Buddhism’s eightfold 

path, saved Buddha’s ideas, puffing them out of reach of Hinduism, to sanctuary in 

the Himalayas and Tibet. Then, When Islam first sank its roots in Punjab, Vayu 

shifted direction, bringing the Prophet Muhammad’s revelations of Allah to sway the 

hearts of raja and menials alike, melding languages again—Prakrit and Persian to 

Urdu….… He saw Nanak lead the first Sikhs to a single faceless God, and gather into 

the Sikh quom those who would seek the divine with him…” (WTBR 24) 

 

Baldwin also gave a minor introduction to the Sikh festivals and Muslim prayers. This novel 

focuses on the religions of India before independence and is enriched with so many religious ideas 

and rituals that one could feel a bit closer to every religion. Where there is an aestheticism in 

religion there are also few people who impose their own religious ideology narrating their own 

interpretation from the holy books like the two faces of a coin. Roop’s father Bachan Singh is a 

Hindu by birth but his father took an oath to grow his first son as a Sikh and name him Bachan, 

whenever he would be blessed by a son. When Roop’s father scolds her for always going to Hindu 

temples and for reading Ramayana, then Roop feels that she has never forgotten all five ‘Ks’ and all 

the teachings of Guru Nanak that make her the perfect Sikh. Roop’s father didn’t understand how a 

religion decorates anyone but his fundamental ideology made his family members inferior. What 
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Baldwin here wanted to explain that one must not impose other to whom they should follow or not. 

Accepting the beauty in every culture is what one should adorn and imposing can only create a 

distance. It seems that Roop and Madani (her elder sister) are sometimes more in sense than the 

elders as for them; there are no grudges between any religions. Huma is a Muslim but for them, she 

is only a good friend with whom they enjoy playing but for the elders, she is an untouchable. A 

Heated argument between Revati Bhua and Gujri started when Revati Bhua suggested Gujri to 

purify the kitchen with Cow urine as Huma had entered there. But Gujri argued that it is a Hindu 

ceremony and while they are Sikh so they must purify the kitchen with Ganga Jal as it is a Sikh 

method of purifying anything. This incidence clearly shows the contrast between the mentality of 

the elders and the young ones. 

 

 Other than focusing on the negatives, she has also focused on some beautiful and delightful 

religious moments. As she belongs to the Sikh community, so we would also notice a beautiful 

Punjabi rhyming which Roop and Madani are chanting while playing ‘kikli’ with Huma- 

 

“Kikli kaleer di 

Pug mere vir di 

Dupatta merey bhai da 

Phphittey muhn javaida”. (WTBR 77) 

 

 A hidden beauty and joy of childhood is rendering in the above lines and Baldwin beautifully 

portrayed Punjabi rhyming and it is accurately fitting in the situation. Baldwin shows the irony of 

India before independence where religious fanaticism became the main criteria of creating 

differences and the ultimate cause of these differences caused partition. The differences between the 

mindsets of different communities took greater shape during partition. The people of India that time 

were so much indulged and engrossed in only two communities- Hindu and Muslim that they 

ignored the Sikh people by not ignoring them as for them the Sikh were with Hindus and whatever 

any Hindu would intake that must be taken by the Sikh also. Baldwin openly put the issue of that 

India where different communities of people live but ironically all were ignored in between the 

silent grudges of Hindus and Muslims before partition and when there grudges took the shape of 

partition, Sikh and other communities were again ignored as people who were Muslims could 

migrate to new country, Pakistan and Hindu could remain in India and the people of other 

community can migrate to anywhere they want though people believed that the Sikh would 

eventually be with the Hindus. Baldwin is totally against partition and one of the major causes of 

partition was the problems between Hindus and Muslims. As the Satyagraha for independence was 

increasing day by day, the malice between the different religions was also increasing. The British 

were somehow had been successful in their ‘Divide and Rule policy’, and this policy took the biggest 

face of partition. 

 The protagonist of ‘What the Body Remembers’ was a Sikh woman, Roop and so her second 

novel ‘The Tiger Claw’ deals with the life of British occupied spy, Noor Inayat Khan who was a 
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Muslim by religion. It is a spy thriller holding the theme of love during the World War II. She 

became a spy for Britain just to find her love, Armand who was a Jew. In this novel, Baldwin 

pointed out that how the two lovers are apart just because of their religious diversities. Noor’s 

brother, Kabir hated Armand because he was a Jew. This hatred for Jews increased when Hitler 

ordered to kill Jews everywhere. No one was giving them shelter because of the fear of Hitler. Noor 

was a hybrid of many cultures just like Baldwin. Her father was a Sufi musician, her mother was an 

American and her lover was a Jew. Her own family had a picture of religious diversity but still they 

were not ready to accept Armand for Noor because their fundamentalist notion was not allowing 

them to accept any Jew. Here is the beautiful illustration of Sufi ideology that Noor used to love and 

yes she was not at all amongst those religious fanatics and pretenders- 

 

“… Angela listened as he vowed, when the war was over, to return to France 

and spend the rest of his life a travelling curator, exhibiting Abbajaan’s Sufi 

ideas: peace, love, tolerance. Above all, tolerance-the simplest idea, the most 

difficult to teach.” (TC 26) 

 

Although her father was a Sufi musician and he himself preached Noor about love, peace and 

tolerance but when the time came to take a stand on his own teachings; he clearly showed the 

difference between his words and deeds. It was religious aestheticism in the Sufi ideology but it was 

a religious fanaticism in the deeds of her father who could preach but could not implement. The 

difference between these two faces is beautifully portrayed by Baldwin. While writing a letter to her 

imaginative child whom she was referring as ‘ma petite’ in the jail of Pforzheim, Germany, Noor 

expresses her views on the teachings of her father- 

 

“I didn’t fully believe Uncle’s threat, for I still believed in my family’s love, in 

my Abbajaan’s teachings that all religions are equal paths to a Universal God, 

like many roads to the Ka’aba.” (TC 75) 

 

Here it is clearly expressed that for Noor, no religion is different and every religion has only 

one motive, i.e. to know the path of our Universal God and to admire him. What her father taught 

her was not implemented by him but was followed by her daughter as she had an intellectuality to 

judge what a pure religion means. From the two divergent paths, Noor decided to go to the path ‘less 

travelled’ as only few has a courage to stand in all odds.  

 

 Baldwin’s third novel, ‘The Selector of Souls’ is against abortion and gender selection. The 

theme of religion is differently tackled here according to her previous novels. In her first novel, 

there was a huge discussion of Sikh religion and their rituals with the minor description of Hindu 

and Muslim religions and the silent animosity between them that led to the Partition. It dealt with 

the religion before independence. In her second novel, Baldwin mainly focused on Muslim and Jews 

and it dealt with the situation of Jews in the World War II. In her last novel she focused on every 
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religion including Hindu, Muslim, Sikh, Christianity etc. and it deals with the religion after 

independence. Although we were independent but still were not free from our thoughts and 

perceptions. Here we would find a plenty of discussion about the rituals of Hindu religion. Baldwin 

bravely spoke out about that Hindu rituals which people mostly do not want to discuss because of its 

controversial status, like pouring milk on idols and wasting it rather than giving it to needed one. 

People of Uttarakhand would relate to this novel as it has a reference of the Lord of Justice, 

Golunath Ji and an imaginary Goddess of Himalayas, Anamika Devi.  Besides presenting the 

drawbacks of Hindu religion she has also explored the beauty of faith in God amongst the people of 

hilly areas and how they worship their God with unbreakable faith. When Damini committed a 

crime by enforcing a baby girl to swallow tobacco a baby girl because her parents didn’t want that 

girl to be the part of their life, she prayed that may the Lord of Justice, Golunath condone her wrong 

deed and give peace to the ‘atman’ (soul) of that baby girl though she herself was in crime. The 

protagonist, Anu seems like a shadow of Baldwin as she is also a hybrid of three cultures and with 

her Sikh religion she has also accepted Christianity. In this novel, Anu is portrayed as a Hindu but 

she is baptized and became a Christian. We would also see her desire to become a nun. She is an 

open minded woman and after getting divorce from her cruel husband, she joins Christ Church, 

Shimla to become a nun. The people who have a clear understanding of what an actual religion is 

could know the beauty of the religious pluralism and in oneness. Like Noor in The Tiger Claw, Anu 

also gave preference to the single power though she was living around the fundamentalists. 

According to her, rituals and perceptions of different religions may be different but they are 

somehow similar, as we can understand it in the following lines- 

 

“Anu writes the numeral one in gurmukhi script, then a three as if beginning 

an “om”. She extends its tail up, and over to join the beginning. One more arc 

jumping from there, and it becomes “Ik Onkar,” symbol of the Sikhs.” (SS 44) 

 

In her first novel, Baldwin highlighted the theme of oneness in multi-religious country with 

the help of Roop’s hair strands and here in this novel she illustrated it with one ‘Om’ word that is 

not just a word but the entity and the power adjoining all the faith. She also put forward the 

perception of a theist about any statue worshiping as it is just a matter of faith and passion to believe 

and not to believe. It doesn’t mean that a person, who is not into any idol worshiping process, is 

following a wrong ideology. Goddess Anamika Devi, whom Damini called just a terracotta pot, is 

constantly giving her strength to bear everything in her imagination. Damini believes in her and for 

her, Anamkia Devi is the strength for every female and as she is also a female, she can understand 

the situation of Damini better. Here Baldwin logically and beautifully explained the value of a pot 

for a theist and an atheist- 

 

“To one who doesn’t believe, a pot is just a pot. But to one who believes, a pot 

becomes the goddess.” (SS 188) 
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Baldwin purely and without being bias, explained all the strong and weak points of different 

religious rituals. She also discussed about the issue of cow slaughter and how according to Hindu 

religion it is a crime. Swami Rudransh, on TV is talking about cow slaughter and telling everyone 

that how it is shameful that Muslims slaughters cow. The appearance of Swami Rudransh is a satire 

on the fake saints who are the main cause of people’s wrong religious ideas and they are the one 

spreading hatred for other communities. One must not impose one’s religious ideology to the other 

person as all are free to select their own rituals. Religion doesn’t teach us to force and subjugate and 

through this character the mirror has been shown by the author that how most of the people believe 

in these types of fake saints who only have a malice idea for other religion.  

 

“……. Hindus, he is saying very gently and calmly, must protect the cow from 

slaughter. Muslims, he says, are slaughtering cows and getting rich tanning 

leather, selling it abroad. He is saying Muck-dun-alds company has been 

granted permission by the government to come to India. But they will 

slaughter cows and make their customers eat beef. Shameful, he says, and 

quotes Mahatma Gandhi, “Because the cow is my mother. The cow is 

everyone’s mother. They should ask its blessing, never slaughter it.” (SS 233-

234) 

 

Anu on the other hand was listening to him very carefully and the tendency of limiting other 

religion was not accepted by her. She analyzed his every word in her mind and reached to a point 

asking some questions to the Swami as the word ‘Mother’ was distracting her. His words were 

making her to think and re-think about every aspect through the spectacles of her own. In her psych, 

she asked some random questions to him like ‘What can that swami know about mothers?’ and if 

they don’t slaughter them ‘…. will they look after old cows?’ 

 

Baldwin very gently expressed her views and ideas about different communities and also 

briefly discussed about the religious aestheticism still in existence because of some not blinded 

people. How religious fanaticism is killing the aestheticism in every way is what Baldwin tried to 

deal with. Talking about religion especially about Indian diversity is not a small thing to deal with 

when one is living in abroad as some objections has been raised in past that what these people know 

about India and its diversity. When one discuss about any weak vein of religion, most of the people 

does not accepted it and when they are receiving a criticism from a person who is a foreigner or 

living abroad, it is not tolerated by the people who talk about intolerance. Despite of all these 

hurdles, Baldwin put her perception openly and gave an equal opportunity to her characters to flow 

according to their own way without exaggerating anything. When asked about the religious 

diversities in her novels, she answered in an interview- 

“It was important to me to write as a Hindu and as a Christian.”

Separation, simple union and simple intersection equations of sets are particular set equations with some 

special properties. The formal definition of separation, simple union and simple intersection equations of sets 

is given in introduction section. In this research, we study properties of solutions of separation, simple union 

and simple intersection equations of sets. We use some set operations and De Morgan’s law to investigate 

some facts of separation, simple union and simple intersection equations of sets. Further, we study the 

relation between separated sets and separation equation of sets. In addition, we investigate necessary and 

sufficient condition for solutions of separation equation.

I. INTRODUCTION 

 

The equation  

(A⋃ B)c⋃ (A⋃ C)c = (A⋃ C)c⋃ C  is called 

separation equation of a set C with respect to A and B. 

The equations A⋃ Z = B  and A⋂ Y = B  are called 

simple union and simple intersection equations, 

respectively. Solving for unknown set from set 

equations is not easy in general. We are familiar with 

sets and set operations. However, solution method 

for set equations is not known except for particular 

cases. For instance, given two sets A and B, solving 

for Z from the set equation A⋃ Z = B is not trivial. 

One may find one particular solution by chance, but 

what is the general solution? This just to show that 

solving for unknown set from a set equation is not 

obvious in general case. In literature, basic set theory 

concepts are available but solution methods for set 

equations are not available in advance. For this 

reason, we are interested to study some simple set 

equations. In this research, we study some special 

class of set equations, namely, separation equations, 

simple union and simple intersection equations. 

Further, we study solution sets of these special set 

equations. Moreover, we construct necessary and 

sufficient condition for a set to be a solution of 

separation equation. Finally, we construct the so 

called separation topology and separation sigma 

algebra from solution set of separation equations. 

Basic set operations and De Morgan’s law are 

explained in detail see [1]. However, solution of set 

equations is not introduced in [1]. For this reason, we 

are interested to introduce solution of some special 

set equations, namely, separation, simple union and 

simple intersection equations. This indicates that this 

research work is an original work on solution of 

separation, simple union and simple intersection 

equations.

Definition 3 [1] A σ-algebra on a set X is a collection 

τ of subsets of X such that:   

1.  ∅, X ∈ τ,  

2.  if A ∈ τ, then Ac ∈ τ,  

3.  if Ai ∈ τ for i ∈ ℕ, then ⋃∞
i=1 Ai ∈ τ.  

 

Remark 4 [2] Let us consider the following basic 

properties of set operations. 

1. For all subsets A , B  of X , A⋂ B = B⋂ A  and 

A⋃ B = B⋃ A  [commutativity of the intersection 

and union operators]. 

2. For all subsets A, B and C of X,  

(A⋂ B)⋂ C = A⋂ (B⋂ C) and  

(A⋃ B)⋃ C = A⋃ (B⋃ C)  [Associativity of the 

intersection and union operators]. 

3.  For all subsets A, B and C of X,  

(A⋂ B)⋃ C = (A⋃ C)⋂ (B⋃ C) [ Distributivity of 

union over intersection] and  

(A⋃ B)⋂ C = (A⋂ C)⋃ (B⋂ C)  [Distributivity of 

intersection over union]. 

 

Definition 5 [3, 4, 5, 6] A topology on a set X is a 

collection τ  of subsets of X , called the open sets, 

satisfying: 

1.  Any union of elements of τ belongs to τ,  

2.  Any finite intersection of subsets of τ belongs to τ,  

3.  ∅ and X belong to τ.  

 

A pair (X, τ) is called a topological space. Note that 

every member of a topology on X is an open set of X. 

A subset of X  is called a closed set of X  if its 

complement is an open set of X. Closure of a subset A 

of X  is the intersection of all closed sets of X 

containing A. Closure of A is denoted by A. 

 

Definition 6 Two sets A  and B  are said to be 

separated sets or set A is separated from set B if 

A⋂ B = ∅ and B⋂ A = ∅.  

 

Definition 7 Two sets 𝐴 and 𝐵 are said to be disjoint 

sets if 

𝐴⋂ 𝐵 = ∅.  

Definition 8 A set 𝐶 is called separated set from sets 

𝐴  and 𝐵  if 𝐶  is separated set from 𝐴  and 𝐶  is 

separated set from 𝐵.  

 

Definition 9 The equation (𝐴⋃ 𝐵)𝑐⋃ (𝐴⋃ 𝐷)𝑐 =

(𝐴⋃ 𝐷)𝑐⋃ 𝐷 is called separation equation of a set 𝐶 

with respect to 𝐴 and 𝐵 if 𝐶 = 𝐷. We denote 

separation equation of a set 𝐶 with respect to 𝐴 and 

𝐵 by 𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶 = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵).  

 

Definition 10 A set equation is an equation which 

contains one or more sets and set operations.  

 

Example 11 Let 𝑋 = {1,2,3,4} be a universal set. Let 

𝐴 = {2,4} and 𝐵 = {1,2,3,4}. Then solve for 𝑍 and 𝑌 

from the following set equations.   

1. 𝐴⋃ 𝑍 = 𝐵  2.  𝐴⋂ 𝑌 = 𝐵 

 

This example shows that 𝑍 and 𝑌 need not be unique 

sets in general case. What are solutions of 𝐴⋃ 𝑍 = 𝐵 

and 𝐴⋂ 𝑌 = 𝐵  whenever 𝐴  and 𝐵  are given sets? 

The equations 𝐴⋃ 𝑍 = 𝐵  and 𝐴⋂ 𝑌 = 𝐵  are called 

simple union and simple intersection equations, 

respectively. 

 

III.RESEARCH QUESTIONS 

 

What is 𝐶 such that 𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶 = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵)? 
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What are necessary and sufficient conditions for 𝐶 to 

be a solution of 𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶 = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵)? 

What are sets 𝑍  and 𝑌  such that 𝐴⋃ 𝑍 = 𝐵  and 

𝐴⋂ 𝑌 = 𝐵, respectively? 

Some trivial facts for separation equations are given 

below. 

Example 12 𝑆𝑒𝑝(∅ = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵) and  

𝑆𝑒𝑝((𝐴 ∪ 𝐵)𝑐 = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵). 

If 𝑋is universal set, then 𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝑋 = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵) if and only 

if both 𝐴 and 𝐵 are empty sets.   

Example 13 Let 𝑋 = {𝑎, 𝑏, 𝑐}, 𝐴 = {𝑎, 𝑏} and 𝐵 = {𝑏}. 

Then find solutions of 𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐷 = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵) . The 

answer is 𝐷 = ∅ or 𝐷 = {𝑐}.  

 

IV. OBJECTIVES 

 

The general objective of this study is to solve 

separation equation, simple union equation and 

simple intersection equation of sets. 

 

Specific objectives of this study are   

1.  To study the relation between separation equation 

of sets and separated sets.  

2.  To derive necessary and sufficient conditions for a 

set to be solution of separation equation of sets.  

3. To construct separation topology and separation 

sigma algebra from solution set of separation 

equation.  

 

V. METHODOLOGY 

 

 In this research, we use basic set operations and De 

Morgan’s laws to solve separation equation, simple 

union equation and simple intersection equation of 

sets. Further, we use topology and sigma algebra 

axioms to construct separation topology and 

separation sigma algebra. Necessary and sufficient 

condition for a set to be solution of separation 

equation is obtained from the associated separation 

equation. 

 

 

 

 

VI. RESULTS 

 

We constructed solution for separation equation, 

simple union equation and simple intersection 

equation of sets. 

 

Let us consider the simple union equation of sets. For 

two given sets 𝐴 and 𝐵, simple union equation of 𝐴 

and 𝐵 is given by 𝐴⋃ 𝑍 = 𝐵, where 𝑍  is unknown 

subset of a universal set 𝑋 to be solved. 

 

Theorem 14 𝑍 = (𝐵⋂ 𝐴𝑐)⋃ (𝐴⋂ 𝐻) is solution of 

𝐴⋃ 𝑍 = 𝐵 whenever 𝐴 ⊂ 𝐵, where 𝐻 any subset of 

a universal set 𝑋.  

 

From this theorem observe that the solution need 

not be unique. For instance, 𝑍 = 𝐵 and 𝑍 = 𝐵⋂ 𝐴𝑐 

are solutions of 𝐴⋃ 𝑍 = 𝐵. 

 

For two given sets 𝐴  and 𝐵 , simple intersection 

equation of 𝐴 and 𝐵 is given by 𝐴⋂ 𝑍 = 𝐵, where 𝑍 

is unknown subset of a universal set 𝑋 to be solved. 

 

Theorem 15 𝑍 = (𝐵⋃ 𝐴𝑐)⋂ (𝐴⋃ 𝐻) is solution of 

𝐴⋂ 𝑍 = 𝐵 whenever 𝐵 ⊂ 𝐴, where 𝐻 any subset of 

a universal set 𝑋.  

 

From this theorem observe that the solution need 

not be unique. For instance, 𝑍 = 𝐵 and 𝑍 = 𝐵⋃ 𝐴𝑐 

are solutions of 𝐴⋂ 𝑍 = 𝐵. 

 

Theorem 16 Suppose that 𝑋 is a universal set. For any 

subsets 𝐴, 𝐵 and 𝐶 of 𝑋,  

 

(𝐴⋃ 𝐵)𝑐⋃ (𝐴⋃ 𝐶)𝑐 = (𝐴⋃ 𝐶)𝑐 ⋃ 𝐶  if and only if 

(𝐴⋃ 𝐵)⋂ 𝐶 = ∅.  
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From this theorem observe that 𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶 = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵)  if 

and only if 𝐶 ⊂ (𝐴⋃ 𝐵)𝑐  if and only if 𝐶 ⋂ 𝐴 = ∅ 

and 𝐶 ⋂ 𝐵 = ∅. 

 

Therefore, solution set of 𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶 = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵) is given by 

𝑆. 𝑆𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶=𝐴∧𝐵) = {𝐶: 𝐶 ⊂ (𝐴⋃ 𝐵)𝑐} . 𝑆. 𝑆𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶=𝐴∧𝐵)  is 

the set of all solutions of 𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶 = 𝐴 ∧ 𝐵).  

 

From the following figure, note that 𝐶 is solution of 

the separation equation of 𝐴 and 𝐵.

Theorem 17 𝑆. 𝑆𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶=𝐴∧𝐵)  is topology on (𝐴⋃ 𝐵)𝑐 . 

This topology is called separation topology.  

 

Theorem 18 𝑆. 𝑆𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶=𝐴∧𝐵)  is sigma algebra on 

(𝐴⋃ 𝐵)𝑐  if and only if for all 𝐷 ∈ 𝑆. 𝑆𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶=𝐴∧𝐵) , 

𝐷𝑐 ∈ 𝑆. 𝑆𝑆𝑒𝑝(𝐶=𝐴∧𝐵) . This sigma algebra is called 

separation sigma algebra.  

 

VII. DISCUSSION 

 

Necessary and sufficient conditions for a set 𝐶 to be 

solution of separation equation of 𝐴  and 𝐵  are 

𝐴⋂ 𝐶 = ∅  and 𝐵⋂ 𝐶 = ∅ . Another interesting 

property is that any set which is separated from both 

𝐴 and 𝐵 is solution of separation equation of 𝐴 and 𝐵. 

This shows that solution set of separation equation of 

𝐴 and 𝐵 contains all sets which are separated from 

both 𝐴 and 𝐵. Intersection and union of solutions of 

separation equation of 𝐴 and 𝐵  are also solution of 

separation equation of 𝐴 and 𝐵. Empty set and the 

complement of the union of 𝐴 and 𝐵 are solutions of 

separation equation of 𝐴 and 𝐵. This shows that the 

solution set of separation equation of 𝐴  and 𝐵  is 

topology on the complement of the union of 𝐴 and 𝐵. 

This topology is called separation topology. 

 

The solution set of separation equation 𝐴  and 𝐵  is 

sigma algebra on the complement of the union of 𝐴 

and 𝐵  if and only if the complement of every 

element of the solution set of separation equation 𝐴 

and 𝐵  belongs to the solution set of separation 

equation 𝐴 and 𝐵. We constructed solution method 

for simple union and simple intersection equations of 

𝐴 and 𝐵. 

𝑍 = (𝐵⋂ 𝐴𝑐)⋃ (𝐴⋂ 𝐻) is solution of simple union 

equation 𝐴⋃ 𝑍 = 𝐵  whenever 𝐴 ⊂ 𝐵 , where 𝐻  any 

subset of a universal set 𝑋. 

 

𝑍 = (𝐵⋃ 𝐴𝑐)⋂ (𝐴⋃ 𝐻)  is solution of simple 

intersection equation 𝐴⋂ 𝑍 = 𝐵  whenever 𝐵 ⊂ 𝐴 , 

where 𝐻 any subset of a universal set 𝑋. 

 

VIII. CONCLUSION 

 

In this research, we have formed three special set 

equations, namely, separation, simple union and 

simple intersection equations of two sets. We 

obtained some solutions of separation, simple union 

and simple intersection equations of two sets. It is 

shown that solution set of a separation equation 

forms separation topology. Separation sigma algebra 

is constructed from solution set of separation 

equations. Necessary and sufficient condition for a 

set to be solution of separation equation is obtained. 

Moreover, we have shown all separated sets from 𝐴 

and 𝐵 are solutions of separation equation of 𝐴 and 𝐵. 

Since literature on set equations is not available in 

advance, further study on set equations is 

recommended for researchers. System of set 

equations is more difficult to solve in general. Study 

on system set equations must be carried out by 

researchers.

To 

maximize the success with predictive analytics, 

following steps must be followed by an organization: 

 

Identify business goals: First step is to clearly identify 

business goals. Clearly defined business goal can only 

leads to a successful predictive model. For example- 

business goal might be to suggestions of items when a 

customer is adding products to his shopping cart. It 

will helps in increasing sells of the store and customer 

has to apply less efforts in finding similar items or 

what he wants to purchase more. This will gain 

customer satisfaction and increase market value.

Before performing analysis on the test data, 

organizations used to set a probabilistic output that 

they will use to compare with the results of the 

predictive models. To evaluate the efficiency of a 

predictive model, data analysts run it against the test 

data sets. It the predictive output is found more 

effective than the random selected output, and then 

this model is effective predictive model. Data analysts 

can run various other algorithms to find most 

predictive model. If no results find then it is assumed 

that data is not suitable for prediction or not enough 

to perform predictive analytics 

 

Deployment: Once an effective predictive model is 

identified, then it is deployed in the production 

application by the analysts. This deployed model 

consists of logic to run predictive rules, formulas, and 

method to get the data required by the model and 

finally to obtain the results. 

 

Examine the effectiveness of model and result 

analysis: It is necessary to continuously evaluate the 

effectiveness of the model. It might happen that 

organization is performing predictive analytics with 

previously selected data sets and market scenario has 

been changed. Organizations must continue the 

predictive analytics process to stand in competitive 

market.

III. PERFORMANCE OPTIMIZATION in BIG 

DATA SETS 

 

In big Data architecture, there are large numbers of 

software vendors in market who are trying to 

enhance the existing architecture whenever there is a 

limitation. The basic tool in each solution is Hadoop 

and its component as MapReduce, Pig, HBase and 

Hive. Hadoop is a software framework which is 

designed for processing large datasets. The main 

motive which was kept in mind of developers while 

designing this platform was the execution of large 

amount of data. Performance factor was not a major 

issue but now companies are looking forward for high 

performance output. This performance is based on the 

number of jobs executed in a time cycle. 

 

Researchers across the world are finding the different 

ways to provide the solution to the problem of high 

performance. The major components where the 

enhancements can be made are: 

 

✓ Map Reduce  

✓ Pig  

✓ Hive  

 

In Map Reduce, there are three main phases: Mapper, 

Shuffle and Reduce. At each of these phases, nodes are 

assigned the task for execution. The results from 

Mapper are transferred to the shuffle. There is a check 

point mechanism introduced by some researchers to 

store this intermediate result so that when node or 

task failure occurs, it can be recovered from this point. 

 

The push down mechanism [3] used in pig programs 

are replaced by pull down mechanism so that on 

executing small jobs, performance remains the same, 

it doesn’t goes down. 

 

Researchers designed performance architecture for 

Pig and Hive programs to monitor the time taken by 

the resources to complete the execution of the job and 

also the number of resources assigned to each node for 

job execution. This helps in improving the 

performance by efficient resource allocation.[4] 

 

From various studies and research works, we consider 

that for performance optimization, enhancement in 

the design architecture of MapReduce, Pig and Hive 

components can be the solution. 

 

When we consider big data predictive analytics, then 

the performance factor is also affected by predictive 

models. Algorithms used in predictive models should 

be according to the type of results we want and 

processing models also. Algorithms as clustering, 

classification, collaboration are used in creating 

predictive models. These algorithms are implemented 

in mahout which is also a component a Hadoop. 

 

Thus to make the predictive models effective and 

highly optimized, pig programs and Hive components 

must be efficiently designed. 

 

V. QUERY PERFORMANCE OPTIMIZATION 

TOOLS: HIVE AND IMPALA 

 

Hive is an open source data warehousing solution 
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which is on the top of Hadoop. It supports queries 

structured in SQL like language. This language is 

named as HiveQL. These are compiled into map 

reduce jobs and then executed on Hadoop. It also 

supports custom MapReduce scripts. These scripts are 

plugged in into queries. 

 

Data in Hive is organized into 3 ways [5] 

 

i. Tables  

ii. Partitions  

iii. Buckets  

 

Tables: Tables in Hive are much similar to tables in 

relational database. Each table has its own HDFS 

directory. The tables are stored in files within the 

defined directory in serialized way. Users can 

associate tables in serialized way of the data. The 

format of serialization of each table is stored in system 

catalog and hive automatically use this format while 

compilation and execution. Tables from HDFS, NFS or 

local directories are also supported in Hive. 

 

Partitions: Each table in Hive can have multiple 

partitions which show the data distribution within 

directories or sub directories. 

 

Buckets: Data of each table in each partition is then 

further divided into buckets. This division is 

performed on the basis of hash of a column in the 

table. After division, each bucket is stored as a file in 

the partition directory. 

 

HiveQL is a SQL like programming language that 

supports select, project, join, aggregate, union all and 

sub-queries in from clause. HiveQL also supports 

DML and DDL statements. DDL statements are used 

to create tables with specific serialization format and 

partition and bucket column. HiveQL doesn’t support 

updating and deletion of rows in existing tables. It 

allows multi-table insert, where multiple queries on 

the same input data can be executed using a single 

HiveQL statement. Hive allows User Defined Column 

Transformation and Aggregation functions. 

 

Impala and Hive both are the open source projects 

that are competing for interactive SQL in Big Data 

deployment. It has been analyzed by Cloudera that 

impala runs 6 to 69 times faster than Hive 0.12. [6]The 

drawbacks of impala over hive are that Impala’s sub-

query support, aggregation and window function are 

not better than Hive’s support. Another drawback is 

on installation of both the products. Installing Impala 

in an existing cluster means to run the whole 

processes again in the running cluster while hive can 

easily get installed in the same running environment. 

 

Impala supports only some of the familiar file formats 

used in Hadoop. It loads and query data files 

generated by various Hadoop components as Pig, 

MapReduce and vice versa also. The file format 

supported by impala has a significant impact on 

performance. Some of the file formats support 

compression that helps in reducing the size of the data 

on the disk and the amount of I/O resources also. 

With the help of data compression, smaller number of 

bytes is transferred to the memory and thus reduces 

the time taken to transfer the data.

In performing analysis using Hadoop and its various 

components, we have tried to find out the limitations 

of PIG, MapReduce, Hive and Pig and have planned 

future work according to this only. Pig programs take 

more time in compilation as these programs are first 

converted into Directed Acyclic graphs and then fetch 

the data from HDFS. It consumes a lot of time because 
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the data in stored only on a single name node server. 

Similarly in Hive, file formats decreases the 

performance of the query execution which can also be 

optimized using a mechanism to store the file only in 

those formats which takes less time in data retrieval 

and takes less storage space with compression also.

िर्णन प्राप्त होिा ह ै। इसके अविररक्त नारी अपराधों का िर्णन अन्य धमणशास्त्र के अन्य ग्रन्थों में भी प्राप्त होिे हैं । आपस्िम्ब धमणसतू्र के 

अनुसार अगर शदु्रिर्ण व्यवक्त प्रथम िीन उच्ि िर्ों के साथ सम्भोग करिा ह ैिो उस ेमतृ्यदुण्ड दनेा िावहए-

वस्त्रयों से संबंवधि अपराधों यथा बबणर बलात्कार, वस्त्रयों पर िेजाब फें के िाने, बलात्कार के बाद खौफनाक हत्याओ ंिैसी घटनाएाँ 

साधारर् हो गयी हैं । वपछले वदनों लखनऊ, बदायू,ं भगार्ा, आवद िगहों पर हुई घटनायें इसका उदाहरर् हैं । आवखर क्या कारर् ह ैवक 

ऐसी अमानिीय घटनाएाँ वदन प्रविवदन बढिी िा रही हैं ? इस प्रश्न को समझना अत्यंि आिश्यक  ह ैक्योंवक समस्या को परूी िरह समझे 

वबना उसका समाधान वनकाल पाना संभि नहीं ह ै। अक्सर स्त्री-विरोधी अपराधों के कारर्ों की िड़ िक न िाने के कारर् हमें अनेक 

लोगों में दखेने को वमलिा है । इन अपराधों के मलू को ना पकड़ पाने के कारर् ऐसी घटनाओ ंको रोकने के समाधान के स्थान पर कोई 

भी आिश्यक उपाय द ेपाने में असमथण रहिे हैं । िे इसी समाविक व्यिस्था के अंदर ही कुछ कड़े कानून बनाने, दोवषयों को बबणर िरीके 

से मतृ्यदुण्ड दनेे आवद िैसे उपायों को ही इस समस्या के समाधान के रूप में दखेिे हैं । इस परूी समस्या को समझने के वलए हमें इसके 

आवथणक, रािनीविक, सांस्कृविक, सामाविक आवद सभी कारर्ों की पड़िाल करनी होगी, िभी हम इस समस्या का सही समाधान 

वनकालने में समथण हो पाएंगे । उपरोक्त अपराधों के  विषय में व्यापक ििाण प्रािीन काल से ही हो रही ह ै ।  धमणशास्त्र के ग्रन्थों यथा 

धमणसतू्रों िथा स्मवृियों के अिलोकन करने पर विवभन्न मि दृवष्टगोिर होिे हैं । ििणमान समय में इन अपराधों से संबंवधि अलग-अलग 

वनयम एिं दण्ड वनधाणररि वकए हैं िथा आिश्यकिानुसार उसमें समय समय पर संशोधन भी वकया िा रहा है । विसका उद्देश्य स्त्री-

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Abstract- Balance of power is an important principle of Realist thought in international relation .In 

Realist theory balance of power is crucial for maintaining international peace and security .According to 

both realist and neo realist approaches international system is characterized by anarchy and self help 

system .Anarchy refers to the absence of central authority in a system of sovereign states .In other words 

we can say that unlike sovereign government at the domestic level which maintains order international 

system does not have a world government who could do the same .There is no authority who could 

regulate the behavior of all states.According to classical realist international system represents 

Hobbesian state of nature where state can’t trust each other for their security Given this mistrust states 

have to make their own arrangement through a self help system .However this self help also creates a 

problem and that is when one state tries to build its security apparatus other state perceive it as a direct 

threat to their security and it give rise to a phenomena called Security dilemma .Security dilemma is a 

situation where one state quest for security becomes another state source of insecurity .So according to 

realist in order to overcome this security dilemma states go for balance of power .However with time 

nature of balance of power got changed specially after the end of cold war.During cold war it was the 

two superpower who were balancing each other by making alliances and counter alliances .But the 

defeat of soviet bloc in the cold war and emergence of U.S as the sole hegemonic power put a direct 

challenge to the very idea of balance of power.So my essay will take a re look at how in the 21st century 

balance of power is taking a new shape and what are the nuances that a shaping it .But before going to it 

I would like to bring some theoretical consideration which is related to this whole theory of Balance of 

power.

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Theoretical Debate- According to Quincy Wright who was an American Political Scientist and had 

done pioneer work in the field of international relation there are certain major assumption that underline 

the Balance of power system 

(A) Security of one state is constantly in danger of being violated by other . 

(B) A situation of balance will either deter the aggressive state from launching an attack or if commits 

the aggression  it would help the victim state in avoiding the defeat . 

(C) Statesman can and will make their foreign policy decision intelligently on the basis of power 

consideration of its own and of that country also for which policy is made. 

(chapter 20, international politics by U.R Ghai.) 

According to Hans Morgenthau,balance of power on the international scale can operate on two 

pattern.First the pattern of direct opposition and second the pattern of direct competition.In the 

pattern of direct opposition nation A embarks its imperialist policy with regard to nation B and 

nation B tries to counter the policy of nation A either by continuing her policy of status quo or with 

an imperialist policy of its own .In the case of direct opposition one nation wants its policy to 

prevail upon another.Nation A tries to increase its power to such an extent that it can control the 

decision of B,and thus leads its imperialist policy to success .Nation B on the other hand try to 

increase its power to such an extent that it can resist to A pressure and thus frustrate A or else 

embark upon an imperialist policy of its own with a chance of success. 

Secondly in the pattern of direct competition,the policy of two hostile states are not of direct 

oppositionbut rather they compete with one another to gain control over other states .Here there is a 

kind of contest between the two that who can won more support for its cause .

Scholars of political science have also deliberatd upon various methods used for establishing and 

maintaining Balance of power  

(A) The adjustment of balance of Power by domestic measures .A state that feels threatened by the 

growing power of another state may simply bring a growth of its own power to safeguard its own 

position.It may build its own armaments,initiate or expand an economic programme designed to 

enhance its fighting capacity. 

(B) Alliances and counter alliances.Building alliances and counter alliances has been the  most 

commonly employed method of maintaining balance of power .when two nation competing with one 

another add the power of other nation or even withhold the power other nation from going in favor 

of adversary then they can be said following a policy of alliance.Pursuing a policy of alliance is not 

a matter of principle but of expediency .A nation will shun alliances if it believes that it is strong 

enough to safeguard its vital interest or that the burden of commitment resulting from alliance is 
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likely to outweigh the advantages to be expected.During the cold war period both blocs tried to 

make alliances like NATO WARSAW pact SEATO etc. 

(C) Armament and Disarmament.The principle means by which a nation tries to maintain balance of 

power is  armament and disarmament .The armament race in which nation A tries to keep up with 

and then undo the armaments of nation B and vice versa .The inevitable result of arm race is 

resulting in constantly increasing burden of military preparations requiring huge national budget and 

resulting in ever deepening fear,suspicion and insecurity.It is in view to  avoid such situation of fear 

and insecurity and to create a stable balance of power if not permanent peace that the technique of 

Disarmament is devised .So disarmament is a technique of stabilizing balance of balance of power 

by means of proportionate reduction.The strategic arms liberation talk (SALT)between erstwhile 

USSR and U.S is an example of competing states agreeing for proportionate reduction of armaments 

. 

(D)  Divide and Rule .This method is used by nation to keep their competitors weak by dividing them or 

keeping them divided .In modern times this policy was followed by France towards Germany .The 

policy of Britain towards Indian subcontinent and the policy of soviet towards rest of Europe have 

all been example of divide and rule . 

(E) Intervention and non intervention.This method has also been used by powerful countries which are 

in apposition of balancer .Intervention may range from slight deviation from neutrality to full scale 

military participation in a war.On the other hand non interventionpolicy is usually followed by small 

states and also by great powers who are satisfied by the existing status quo and wants to follow 

peaceful method to preserve the balance . 

(F) Buffer state .These are small intermediary states which are used by great powers in their balancing 

game of power politics for their military and strategic purpose .They are of great importance 

because of their cushioning effect between great powers .Great powers usually compete with one 

another for winning the support of buffer states by luring them with military and economic aid.

Difference between balance of power and collective security  

(A) Balance of power is a competitive configuration where as collective security is a cooperative system 

.The concept of balance of power involves a kind of competition between two rivalaries .Thus it 

assumes the division of states into hostile camps.In contrast to this collective security tqlks about 

cooperation between members so that international peace remains secure. 

(B) In balance of power alliances are definite whereas alliances are definite whereas in collective 

security cooperation is general .The alliance which go with the balance of power arealmost always 

aimed at specific potential enemy and all the allies knows with which state or other blocs they have 

to fight whereas collective security aimed at any state which might turn aggressor

(C) Balance of power is based on the concept of mutual fear whereas collective security is based on 

mutual love and cooperation .Nation enter into balance of power scenariobecause they have a 

common fear of threat to their security from rival state or bloc . 

(D) Finally balance of power operates in the absence of global organization whereas collective security 

postulates the existence of international organization. 

Analysis - It is generally agreed that Balance of power system since its inception in 1648 to the second 

world war was a multipolar one .The classic case of balance of power that existed in the international 

system was that of the 19th century balance of power when there was five major powers namely 

England ,France ,Prussia,Russia and Austria.That was the era when all five major powers were engaged 

in the balancing process and ensured that non of them became hegemonic and international peace and 

security .The situation changed during cold war when international system got divided into two 

antagonistic blocs.Here the balance of power system was maintained by two superpower largely because 

of the nuclear deterrence .When the cold war ended with the disintegration of soviet union,the bipolar 

system got transformed into unipolar with U.S as the sole hegemonic power .Now the question is what is 

the importance of balance of power in this post cold war unipolar world.It is argued that certain 

developments like expansion of democracy,growth of interdependency among nations and rise of 

international institutions are necessarily promoting peaceful means of international relations and thereby 

rendering concepts like balance of power as futile .The proponents of neo realism however refute these 

arguments and contend that unipolarity is least durable out of all international power configuration and it 

will be replaced multipolarity.Keneth waltz for instance argued that unipolar international system is not 

durable for two reasons ,first the dominant power take two many task beyond their own borders thus 

weakening themselves in the long run .Secondly he argued that weaker states always remain concerned 

about the future behavior  of dominant power and therefore always look after certain arrangements that 

could ensure their security and stability. In todays world we are already witnessing a new  kind of 

balance of power which is economic oriented .country like china have started to grow in the international 

arena and it is assumed that it will come at par with U.S in the near future.Many scholars argued that 

developments like the formation of BRICS have been designed keeping in mind to counter the 

hegemonic role of U.S. Former Indian diplomat Rakesh sood in his article titled “Dual diplomacy for 

mission NSG” published in THE HINDU in june 2017 argued that US increasing support to India for  

entry into Nuclear Supplier Group which was formed by U.S herself as part of response to India’s 

peaceful nuclear explosion in 1974 is largely because U.S reckon India as one the main player in its Asia 

Pivot project.According to sood U.S leadership fully realizes that in order to counter China its 

paramount to keep India in to their fold.China one belt one road initiative is also seen by scholars as an 

effort to present herself as the alternative of us led world order .Harsh V pant who is a professor of 

International relation at kings college ,London and head of strategic studies at the observer research 
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foundation ,New Delhi in his article titled “Looking for balance in power”published in The Hindu on 

15th December 2017  argued that amonth after India was part of the “QUAD” discussion on the sidelines 

of theEast Asia Summit in Manila involving Japan,Australlia, and the U.S.New Delhi hosted foreign 

ministers of the Russia and china .The Russia India and china trilateral held its15th meeting in what was 

construed as New Delhi’s attempt to get a  semblance of balance in its ties with Moscow and 

Beijing.Harsh V Pant article highlights that how India makes an attempt to create a balance on multiple 

fronts.  

Conclusion  

Balance of power which according to realist is the principle means to secure international peace and 

security have in reality is inadequate .This is exemplified by the fact that it has failed to prevent two 

devastating world wars and various other wars that world has witnessed . After the second world war 

there was no major war despite the world was divided into two hostile blocs but it was largely because 

both super power were equipped with nuclear weapons .however, both U.S.A and U.S.S.R used various 

small states as a pawn of their chess board .Present world system is witnessing a different balance of 

power which is amixture of economic and military might. Today what we are seeing is countries are 

making alliances but it is not explicitly a military alliance. They are giving equal importance to both. 

Prominent example is of China Pakistan economic corridor (CPEC) where china along with terming 

Pakistan  “an all weather friend” is investing huge chunks of money in Pakistan. And one the main 

reason is china feels that it needs to support Pakistan in order to balance India, specially in the growing 

wake of India’s growing proximity with U.S.A .But here the crucial thing is china is using its economic 

might to keep Pakistan into her side .This is a major change that this whole theory of B.O.P has gone 

through in this era .Now apart from military countries are even using their economic might in the game 

of balancing. 
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ABSTRACT 

 

Lawrence ever remained a controversial figure and his works have been subjected to much severs scrutiny 

and he has been both praised and blamed for his achievements and failings. In fact, like many contemporary 

writers, Lawrence is so near to us that any attempt at assessing his values is apt to be discolored and vitiated 

by our personal likes and dislikes and individual bias and prejudices. Therefore, one has to be very much on 

the alert at the time of evaluating Lawrence as a story writer and as a creative genius who emerges as a gifted 

story writer to be reckoned in the succession of great story writers of the world - Zola, Flaubert, Maupassant 

Tolstory, Pushkin, James Joyce, Henry james and Virginia Woolf - to name only a few. One must find out at 

this stage that as a story - Writer D H Lawrence maintained his individuality all through in choosing a subject, 

handling his plot and exposing the truth of life in a language which is essentially poetic and emotive. In this 

respect Lawrence is without a peer. It is actually impossible to find his equal in the whole range of English 

story writings. As a creative genius he stands out apart from other writers by virtue of his special endowments, 

his specific attitude to life, his uncommon gifts and his revolutionary life's philosophy. 

 

INTRODUCTION 

 

The bond of love that exists between a man and a woman gets its social validity only when they are united in 

a nuptial tie. But institutionalized marriages do not have any sense of altruism left in them. The husband 

treats the wife as slave, bullies her and craves to keep her locked in a room like a dumb animal. In a country 

like England marriages have come to be disbelieved by the common mass sexual promiscuity, women's 

liberation movement, liberalized divorece laws and legalized abortion have undermined, the faith in the 

institutionalized marriage further.  

 

In a country like India, where marriages are usually arranged by parents, who have the problem of dowry 

besides many other hurdles in getting the marriage settled, institutionalized marriages tend to fail. Lawernce 

is deeply aware of his changing spectrum of society, specially in matter regarding sex, love and marriage. He 

therefore, gives his comments sometimes directly, sometimes veiled througgh his character. 
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It is always interesting to see the original self in man being modified by a big universal idea. One has to 

recover the original self now. Lawrence's sympathy recoiled from most of the stock relationships and 

sentiments of the modern world. The emphasis of the primacy of the bold or the natural urges of man is 

central to Lawrence's thingking. It is only by obeying the natural urgges intuitions and instincts that a man 

can know the mystery of the darkness. 

 

The theme of wholeness obsessed Lawrence. Man can develon an integrated personality when he realizes that 

he is both spirit and flesh, mind and body. The artificial division between the two is the root cause of all the 

wretchedness and misery of the modern man and he can escape it only when he develops a new integral faith 

based on the fundamental cosmic harmony between the blood consciousness of man and nature. With this 

end view he advocated a return to nature. He regected Christianity because it denied the wholeness of man 

and falsely renounced the primal source of consciousness in nature. For him the flesh and spirit were one and 

any division of the two was an evil. He was hostile ever to Christianity because it glorified the ascetic life and 

taught that the flesh is unholy. Lawrence distrusted the abstract cerebral orientation towards life, since such 

an approach takes one nowher near the reality, his self as aspiring from his attaching too much importance to 

the mind and neglect of the instinctive life. 

 

D H Lawrence works under obvious limitations. He concentrates on the diverse relationship between man 

and woman in modern social context. He is averse to modern culture as also to modern civilization. He does 

not believe that we have actually advanced from the Stone Age this accounts for his primitivism. He likes to 

go back to that society when man and women were free to think and behave and establish sexual relationship. 

He is critical of those writers and thinkers who in the name of modernity fail to have a grasp of the stern 

realities of life. It is a pity that they cannot look beyond their nose. They want to hide themselves behind the 

smoke screen of false and sham morality. Lawrence in convinced that man in the primitive society was 

happier than he is today. The age old taboos do not allow him to think independently and act freely. Hence 

Lawrence is an admirer of the primitive man with his uncultured habits, unpretentious behavior and dirty 

countenance. Lawrence has faith in the natural ebb and flow of human emotions. Modern civilization has 

done a great harm by snatching away his freedom and by damaging his real self. It has killed the natural man. 

It has done away with his natural emotions. Lawrence tries to caring back the natural man on the forefront. 

Sometimes it becomes difficult to agree with Lawrence. His views are so crusanding and so basic and 

revolutionary and so far ahead of time they cannot be easily accepted. Whether we agree with him or not, we 

cannot miss the spark of his genius.

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Realism in The Novels of R.K. Narayan

Abstract - R.K. Narayan is one of the leading figures in Indo-Anglican Fiction. He is a pure artist. He 

is a class in himself. He is the only major writer in Indo-Anglican Fiction who is free from 

didacticism. He has no desire to preach, to advise, to convert. The basic theme of his novels is the 

place of man in this universe and his predicament. He wants to suggest that life is illogical. Man is 

always trying to translate his fantasies into reality. Through the reversal of fortune, he completes the 

story of man’s rise and fall. He presents a realistic view of life. However he does not portray the 

photographic reality. He represents reality which is artistic. In this way he differs from the French 

realist and naturalist who were interested in the stark and naked realism of life. Narayan depicts the 

realism which is something more than reportage. He grabs the Indian mind fully with all its 

superstitious comprehension of life, gullibility and appreciation of pseudo-scientific things. This 

research paper in a humble way presents briefly how R.K. Narayan depicts reality in his novels.

Introduction- R.K. Narayan was born in 1906 at South Indian Village named Rasipuram. His full 

name was Rasipuram Krishnaswami Iyer Narayanaswami. His father’s name was Krishna Swami. His 

mother tongue was Tamil. He settled in Mysore. Along with Mulk Raj Anand and Raja Rao, he was a 

leading author of early Indian Literature in English. Graham Greene was his mentor and friend. 

Narayan won numerous awards. His first major award was in 1958, The Sahitya Akademi Award. He 

got it for his novel The Guide. In 1964 he received the Padma Bhushan. In 1980 he was awarded the 

AC Benson Medal. He was nominated for the novel prize in literature several times. However, he 

never won the honour. Some of his famous works are Swami and Friends (1935), The English 

Teacher (1945), Waiting For the Mahatama (1955), The Guide (1958), The Man-Eater of Malgudi 

(1961), The Vendor of Sweets (1967), and A Tiger for Malgudi (1983). 

 

Analysis 

R.K. Narayan is described as a novelist of common people and common situations. His plots are built 

of material and incidents that are neither extraordinary nor heroic. The tone of his novels is quite 
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and subdued. He selects day-to-day events that happen to almost everyone. His heroes are average 

human being. His heroes do not possess extraordinary capacities.  

 

His novels are mainly the novels of characters. His range of characters is like that of Jane Austen is 

limited. He selects his characters from the ordinary folk of South Indian. They are drawn with a 

remarkable psychological consistency. These characters are full of life and vitality. They are 

thoroughly human in their likes and dislikes. They are neither saints nor sinners. They are as 

ordinary or extraordinary as we human beings are. The heroes of Narayan are never drawn on a 

heroic scale. Narayan is the creator of unheroic heroes. They are average human beings. They do not 

possess extraordinary capacities. However, because of some twist of fate they attend greatness. They 

soon return to their original state. His heroes do not control the events. The events control them. 

His women characters are married but unhappy in their married life. They move out of their family 

orbit and take help of those interested men who can help them rise.  

 

Like Hardy’s Wessex, the locale of Narayan’s novel is Malgudi. The habits and manners, the daily 

routine and business activities and professions and ways of living of people of Malgudi are portrayed 

by Narayan in a realistic manner in his novels. The novels present a picture of Malgudi that has gone 

on growing and increasing from the early thirties to seventies.  

 

Swami and Friends (1935) is the story of friendship of Swaminathan and his four childhood friends 

and a new boy named Rajam. It takes place in the British Colonial India in the year 1930. The theme 

of the novel is Innocence Family and Growing up. The story begins by introducing Swaminathan 

and his friends Somu, Sankar, Mani and Pea. Swami speaks out how different his friends are one 

another. However, their differences actually make their friendship stronger. In the words of Graham 

Greene “It is a classical school boy story of child, written with complete objectivity, with a humour 

strange for our fiction, closer to Chekov than to any other English writer with the same underlying 

sense of beauty and sadness.” 

 

The Bachelor of Arts (1937) is a novel that deals with college life. Chandran is a well-known college 

debator. He impresses the secretary in the debate. He passes B.A. He falls in love with Malti. 

However, he could not marry Malti because of opposition from his mother. He soon gets frustrated 

with the world. He goes to the extent of renouncing it. He becomes a Sanyasi. However, after a brief 

life as Sanyasi he marries a girl chosen by his parent. He joins as a newspaper correspondent. He 

becomes the chief agent of “The Daily Messenger”. He becomes prosperous. He now says to the 

people that there is no santity in the institutions of marriage. He now believes that people marry 

because of the satisfaction of their sexual appetite and the management of home.  

 

The English Teacher (1945) is his third novel. It deals with school and college life of India. Krishnan 

is an English teacher. He is a product of a system of education which makes us “morons, cultural 

morons”. He believed in freedom of soul and independence of mind. He had studied English 
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Literature. He admired the wonderful writers. However, he did so at the cost of his creativity. His 

mind was only a jumble of quotations. He found teaching synonymous with sitting in his chair and 

keeping his tongue active whether his students understood him or felt baffled by what he said.  

 

The Guide (1956) presents a true social picture of India. R.K. Narayan has used Indian characters and 

Indian atmosphere to present before the reader the picture of true Indian culture. Raju, Rosie and 

Marco are the main characters of this novel. Indian manners and customs are presented in this novel 

realistically. Hospitality of India is a well-known fact. The villagers are shown as suffering from 

poverty and ignorance. Raju is a hypocritical character from the very beginning of his life. He is 

dishonest. He is a highly materialistic character. However, he gets transformed by the end of the 

novel. He narrates his life story to Velan.  The rural India is full of Velans who are a gullible lot. 

Their minds get rippled by a common remark of Raju. They think that Raju is full of wisdom. Raju 

had escaped from Jail. Women come and worship the self-styled holy man. Raju receives gift and 

food from the villagers. Indian agriculture mainly depends on Monsoon. Villagers are superstitious. 

They think that if Raju keeps a fast rain will come and their problem would come to an end. During 

the draught the village shopkeeper raises the prices without any human consideration. Their main 

aim was to make profit. Raju’s father was a poor shopkeeper. He has a small shop. He sells 

peppermint, fruit, tobacco, betel-leaf. He remains surrounded by the peasants and drivers of 

bullockcart. The arrival of the railway shows the change that was taking place. The picture of Indian 

masses has been shown in the crowds gathering around Raju. They are poor and uneducated. They 

are so poor that they don’t have the advantage of education. They are obliged to lead the life of 

superstition and ignorance coupled with misery.  

 

Conclusion 

Naryan is a realistic writer. However, his realism is different from the surface realism of the French 

Naturalist. He is a master of comedy who is not unaware of the tragedy of human situation. His 

irony is like Chekhov. His wit is like Addision. His humour is like Mark Twain. Narayan never uses 

sophisticated or highly complicated language. He depicts the ironies of life in the most ordinary 

situations and familiar language.

The Department of 

Tourism identified a target of 2.5 million tourists by 1990, using efficient infrastructure, tourist attractions and 

the country's size, relative to 1.2 million in 1984. In their review of the Industrial Tourism Growth Survey in 

Bangladesh, Kashedul and co-authors (2011) state that tourism is regarded the world's largest and fastest growing 

industry in the modern business world. It has a major effect on the economic development of the country. On the 

world map, Bangladesh is a new tourist destination. Due to its attractive natural beauty and rich cultural heritage, 

Bangladesh has great potential for tourist growth. When effective planning and marketing strategies are 

developed and used for this reason, tourism will add value to the Bangladeshi economy. However, because of 

inadequate marketing strategies, the industry is struggling to achieve its destination. The tourism industry in 

Bangladesh has identified problems and suggested remedial steps. 

The study also indicates that, to grow the industry, the government should develop a tourism policy as soon as 

possible. In the tourism sector, public and private investment is required and regional cooperation can bring 

benefits to Bangladesh. In their study of Police Culture, Tourists and Destinations: A Study of Uttarakhand, India, 

Tyagi and co-workers (2015) assess the standard of service given to police officers in tourist areas in Uttarakhand, 

India, and its effect on the faith of tourists in the police.

While Uttarakhand is a tourist destination with an uncommon, diverse and suitable tourist attraction, FTAs and 

DTAs have not been attracted. There is a much smaller flow of FTAs than their entry into the rest of the country. 

The flow of DTAs is well below the national average, too. In addition to the above estimates, it is believed that in 

terms of International Tourist Arrivals (FTAs) or Domestic Tourist Arrivals, the Uttarakhand state could not 

make itself a major tourist destination (DTAs). These figures were reported prior to the government's 2013 

adverse events and, needless to say, these devastating events had a negative effect on the entire state tourism 

industry as a whole. As a province, Uttarakhand has many places that are not yet available in any part of the 

tourism business to domestic or foreign tourists. The main reason behind this is the lack of commitment on the 

part of different tourism and tourism industry stakeholders to promote visitors to the different areas of the state.

This data reflects the fact that Uttarakhand's share of the total 

tourist income in the country is only 1.92 percent in terms of DTAs and only 0.52 percent in terms of FTAs. The 

state ranks 12th in the country's DTA. The state's location on the 18th, according to the FTAs. The despicable 

condition of the hilly Uttarakhand province should call on the government and its various agencies to develop 

strategy to enhance the number of state feet of tourists. From the point of view of visitors, relevant authorities 

can research the tourism industry in Uttarakhand in relation to India in terms of the various tourist attractions 

and their rivalry. Table 1.2 recognizes that none of the ten most popular monuments visited by Foreign Tourist 

Arrivals (FTAs) and Domestic Tourist Arrivals (DTAs) in India in 2018 was in the Himalayas province.

for government growth with tourism sector assistance in non-industrial areas.   A single window has been 

launched by the government to augment financial support for the state tourism sector. In order to increase the 

tourism potential of these stations, the development of heritage, environmental and cultural protection policies in 

different areas. Improvement and development of facilities to meet visitors' needs by the frequency of trains at 

nearby stations, more tourists will enter different parts of Uttarakhand.

और नमत्र है र्जस  समाज में नारी िा स्थान सम्मानजनि होर्ा है, वह पररवार और समाज  उर्ना ही प्रगवर्शील और वविर्सर् 

होर्ा है।  

जब समाज सशि और वविर्सर् होर्ा है र्ब राष्ट्र मजबूर् होर्ा है। इस प्रिार एि सशि राष्ट्र ननमािण में नारी 

केंद्रीय भूनमिा ननभार्ी है। मार्ा के रूप में नारी एि बालि िी प्रथम गुरु होर्ी है। जॉजि हबिटि ने िहा था वि “एि अच्छी मार्ा 

100 र्शक्षिों के बराबर होर्ी हैं इसर्लए उनिा सम्मान हर हालर् में होना चावहए।”  वैवदि िाल म े नारी िा स्थान बहर् ही 

सम्मानजनि था  द्धिंर्ु िालाुंर्र में नारी िी द्धस्थवर् िा ह्रास हआ और मध्यिाल र्ि आर्े-आर्े यह  नगरावर्  िी चरम सीमा 

पर पहुंच गई। 

 विवटश शासन  िा मिसद भारर् पर शासन िरना था इसर्लए उन्होने रीवर्  ररवाजों, मानयर्ाओुं और समाज  में  

सुधार िरना उनचर् नहीं समझा |  इसर्लए विवटश शासन िाल में भारर्ीय नाररयों िी द्धस्थवर् में िोई ववशषे सुधार नहीं हआ। 

अपवाद के रूप में कुछ छोटी-मोटी पहल जरूर हई पर इसिा िोई ववशषे असर नारी के उत्थान पर नहीं पडा। 
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    आजादी के बाद िानूनी स्र्र पर नारी िी द्धस्थवर् िो सधुारने के र्लए प्रयास र्ो खूब हए द्धिंर्ु सामार्जि स्र्र पर जो सुधार 

आना चावहए वह पररलद्धक्षर् नहीं हआ, र्जसिा मुख्य िारण रहा हमारी पुरुष प्रधान मानर्सिर्ा रही | नारी के प्रवर् हमारा रवयैा 

दोयम दज ेिा ही रहा।  सरोजनी नाय्दू,लक्ष्मीबाई, चाुंदबीबी जसैी भारर्ीय नाररयाुं अपवाद थी। र्जन्होंन ेइवर्हास के पन्नों में अपना 

एि ववशषे स्थान बनाया।  

ववज्ञापन शब्द ‘वव’ और ‘ज्ञापन’ इन दो शब्दों स े नमलिर बना है। ‘वव’ स ेर्ात्पयि ‘ववशषे’ स ेर्था ‘ज्ञापन’ से आशय 

‘ज्ञान िराना’ अथवा सूचना दनेा है। इस प्रिार ‘ववज्ञापन’ शब्द िा मूल अथि है ‘विसी र््य या बार् िी ववशषे जानिारी अथवा 

सूचना देना।’ एस.आर. हॉल के अनुसार-’’ववज्ञापन र्लखखर्, मुवद्रर् या नचवत्रर् ववक्रय-िला है अथवा र्लखखर् एवुं मुवद्रर् शब्दों 

या नचत्रों के माध्यम से सूचना प्रसारण है।  

अमेररिन मार्केवटुंग एसोर्सएशन के अनुसार-एि ननक्तिर् ववज्ञान द्वारा अवैयक्तिि रूप से ववचारों, वस्र्ओुुं या सेवाओुं 

िो प्रस्र्रु् िरने र्था सुंवििन िरने िा एि प्रारूप है, र्जसके र्लए ववज्ञापि द्वारा भुगर्ान विया जार्ा है।  व्हीलर के अनुसार-

िहलार्ा है।

द्वारा,  व्यक्ति अपने ववषय में ननणिय लनेे के र्लए समथि और स्वर्ुंत्र होर्ा है|  नारी िा सशक्तििरण एि सवाांगीण एवुं 

बहआयामी दृक्तष्ट्िोण है|  नारी िा सशक्तििरण राष्ट्र ननमािण िी मुख्यधारा में मवहलाओुं िी पयािप्त व सवक्रय भागीदारी में 

ववश्वास रखर्ा है,  एि राष्ट्र िा सवाांगीण एवुं समरसर्ा पूणि वविास र्भी सुंभव ह ैजब मवहलाओुं िो समाज में उनिा यथोनचर्

पररवर्िन िरके समाज में आग ेबढने िा प्रयत्न िरर्ी हैं | परुंर्ु सामार्जि आर्थिि धानमिि िारणों िी वजह से अभी भी ग्रामीण

िर वदया गया है|  वस्र्ु या सामान बेचने िा उपिरण बन गई है र्था स्वयुं नारी भी भ्रनमर् होिर के अपने अनधिारों एवुं 

िर्िव्यों िो भूल िर अपने अपने शरीर िा ऑब्जेद्धटटवविकेशन यानन  वस्र्ु िरण िर रही है|  

र्लुंगाधाररर् व्यवस्था में खडी ववनभन्न सुंस्थाओुं  और उसके घटिों ने स्त्री अधीनस्थर्ा िा पूरा लाभ उठार्े हए वैश्वीिरण

। आज ववज्ञापनों में रचनाओुं पर अश्लीलर्ा हावी है|  

मीवडया सुंदशेों के प्रसारण िा ठोस माध्यम है और िई र्रीिों स ेवह अपन ेसुंदशे लोगों र्ि पहुँचार्ा है, र्जनमें मुख्य 

रूप से मनोरुंजि िायिक्रमों, धारावावहिों, समाचारों और ववज्ञापनों के द्वारा इस प्रिार के सुंदशे प्रसाररर् विय ेजार् ेहै। देश िी 

मुख्यधारा या लोिर्ुंत्र िा चौथा स्र्म्भ मीवडया िो जनर्ा स ेआज िोई सरोिार नही रह गया है। उसे केवल अपन ेमुनाफे िी 

नचुंर्ा  है । ववज्ञापनों में मवहला ववरोधी मलू्य ही वदखायी देंगे लगभग हर ववज्ञापन मुनािा िमाने िी प्रवक्रया िी अटूट िडी से 

ग्रर्सर् ह।ै  

भारर् में नारी सशक्तििरण िरने के र्लए प्रयास  विया गया है। हमारे देश में नारी सशक्तििरण िो बल देिर  

मवहलाओुं िो और आग ेबढान ेिा प्रयास हर सरिारी स्र्र पर हर समय जारी रहर्ा ह।ै  

  भारर्ीय सुंववधान के अनुच्छदे 14, 15, 15(3), 16(2), 23, 39(ि), 39(घ), 39(5) एवुं 42 के मवहला अनधिारों िो 

ववववध रूप से सुंरक्षण प्रदान विया जार्ा है। इसके अलावा 73 वें और 74 वें सुंववधान सुंशोधन द्वारा स्थानीय ननिायों में उनके 

र्लए आरक्षण िा प्रावधान भी विया गया है। अन्य पहलों के साथ अनैवर्ि व्यापार अनधननयम 1959, प्रसूवर् पर सुववधा 

अनधननयम 1961, समान पाररश्रनमि अनधननयम 1976, सर्ी ननषेध अनधननयम 1987, दहेज ननरोधि िानून 1961,  घरेलू वहुंसा 

अनधननयम 2005, यौन उत्पीडन िानून 2012 और आपरानधि िाननू सुंसोधन अनधननयम 2013 िा प्रावधान विया गया है।

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Abstract- Interchangeably the different determinants of the value and meaning of an artwork are basically the 

same as for an individual life. In both the value and meaning are ultimately determined by the parts, in their 

distinctiveness and in their composition, as well as, respectively, the subjective contribution of the person whose 

life it is and whosoever observes the artwork. However, a person and his life are inextricably correlated in a way 

an observer and an artwork are not. We should learn watchfulness from the fact that to tinker with the parts and 

configuration of an artwork will likely wipe out its value and meaning and apply that to the lives of individuals, 

and fully respect the distinctiveness and the subjectivity of evaluation involved. We should shun all but the idea 

of universal prescriptions for the good-life for individuals, just as we would do so in the case of a good artwork. 

Keywords - Precious, Significant, Individual, Life. 

 

A Life and an Artwork- There is a very close and enlightening analogy that may be drawn between what makes a 

work of art quite priceless and important, and what makes a life precious and significant. The main purpose here 

is not to demonstrate how a life is like a work of art, but rather to use the way we extrapolate an artwork as a way 

of understanding what a life is. Note, the subject here is a life, not life in general as valuable and meaningful, 

whatever that may signify. Part of the contention indeed is that the latter may make no sense, and value can and 

should only be affixed to the life as it is for an individual. The similarity is found in the meaning and value of an 

artwork or a life being resolved by the particularity of its parts and their configuration, along with, respectively, 

the receptivity of the observer of the artwork and the character of the person whose life it is. This clearly suggests 

two things. Firstly, that to expect there to be a universal idea of what a precious and significant, let alone good, 

life is a mistake, just as it would be in the case of a work of art. Secondly, that we interfere with the parts and 

configuration of an individual life in acute danger of destroying its value and meaning for the person whose life it 

is, just as we are very likely to wipe out the value and meaning of a work of art should we meddle with its parts 

and their configuration. Whether the interfering is well meaning or not, makes no difference. Oddly, whereas we 

agree to this as being comparatively obvious in the case of an artwork, where the genuineness and veracity of the 

work is something most take for granted as virtually sacred, it is often abandoned or actively rejected in the case 

of an individual’s life. The thought that people should be geared up to change aspects of their lives, and that this 

will have comparatively little detrimental effect, or that, likewise, they should be made to conform to some life 

that is a believed obvious improvement, is remarkably extensive. Yet, we should if anything be more hesitant to 

make such changes for people. For in the case of a person, the person he is (his personality) and the life that is his 

are inextricably correlated and equally constructed. To ask someone to alter what might seem to others an 

unimportant part of his life may be tantamount to asking him to alter his individuality, his very nature. 

In certain respects it is not a unique thought to liken a person’s life to a work of art, or indeed to go further and to 

champion that the example of a work of art, the way it is formed and considered, should be equipped as the way

one should think about a life.1 One reason is to suggest that one should not just let things happen to one, but that 

one should vigorously construct and shape one’s life. Further, it may be said that there is emancipation in seeing 

that one is to a substantial degree free to make of one’s life what one chooses, and need not be bound by 

unintentional circumstances and expectations. There is also the thought that the very act of shaping one’s life as 

one proceeds through it, perhaps forming it into some kind of logical narrative and recognisable whole, increases 

the value of and satisfaction derived from that life; you make your life your own, and like a work of art it is 

something that may be appreciated in itself as an commendable creation. 

I shall not here explain on or argue with any of these contentions. My concern is with another issue. This is a 

significant way in which life may rightly be likened to a work of art, such that manifestation on the similarity 

lights up something that is necessary to the way a person comes to deem his life valuable and meaningful. This is 

important because it has deep and wide consequences for what should be necessitated in considering what is a 

valuable or meaningful life, a view that resists any kind of blueprint for what comprises the valuable and 

meaningful life in general, and that should give us very serious pause for thought before we try to turn any 

inception of the valuable and meaningful life in a universal sense into enforced policies, perhaps through state 

power. In short, taking into account the way in which a life is meaningful and valuable to individuals should 

deeply affect the way we treat people. 

To make the case for taking seriously judging the worth and meaning of a life in the way one might judge the 

value and meaning of a work of art, one has to look at the determinants of the latter. One then has to see that the 

similar kind of considerations should be applied to a life. An indispensable determinant of the value and meaning 

of a work of art is the individuality of the parts and their arrangements, perhaps indeed their exclusive 

configuration, the overall value and meaning of the artwork deriving from the parts being just what they are and 

not otherwise. We have no hope of writing out a general method or program that would generate a valuable and 

meaningful work of art. If we look at a painting or listen to a work of art, it is just that that part is there and that 

part is there, that taken together make it into the valuable and meaningful work of art 

that it is. The parts themselves may have little importance in isolation, and only gain it by their place. A touch of 

red here, a tap on the timpani there. 

We can cut a bit of slack in the resolve. Some parts may go by Unattended to; some may be removed to 

apparently little effect. Nevertheless, it is the parts and their being put together in the way they are that robustly 

determines what the final work is and its value and meaning. 

In the best works of art it is hard to envision anything changed without it damaging the value and meaning of the 

work. The parts and the whole that is created from them become in the hands of brains as though ruled by a law 

of nature3 rather than being a constructed artifice. 

 

Life , Particularity and Subjectivity - If it is the case that it may be usually agreed by a range of sensibilities that 

an artwork’s value and meaning will most likely be dented by changing or rearranging even the smaller parts of it, 

then we may mirror how much more this is true of a life. For in the case of a life, there is solitary one person that 

actually matters in judging its value and meaning: the person whose life it is. Not only are the parts of a life 

specific and arranged in turn to form a particular, perhaps exclusive, configuration, as far as its value is worried it 

is only the assessment of the person whose life it is that really matters in shaping its value and meaning. We may 

cut a bit of slack here again. There may be those who love us Intensely who have a special interest in the life we 

have, its parts and the way  They are put together, and their appraisal carries some weight. Nonetheless in the 

end it is not their life (undeniably the love they have for others will be an Imperative constituent of the things 

that make up their life and decide its value and meaning) - they do not live our life, and certainly they cannot do 

so 
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Eventually all that matters is what the person whose life it is thinks about the portions that make up his life and 

how they are put together when it emanates to shaping the value and meaning of that life. If loved ones have 

only a Limited right to apt the value and meaning of a life, those who Distinguishes us less well, or not at all, may 

be seen to have even less right to apt what might come to encompass the portions that make up our life and shape 

them, and they will have even very less understanding of that life. 

Most people suppose that arresting and imposing the constituent parts that make up their life on another 

individual, and expecting them to add up to a precious 

and meaningful life for that individual, highly improbable and perhaps even 

Anathema. Yet, people feel justified in talking in the abstract about the Elements of a good-life - a valuable and 

meaningful one - maybe enroute to guiding public policy on the matter, which may be coercive – and in so doing 

they may expect what is imposed or provided to improve the value and meaning of the lives of individuals. 

Normal ongoing life is no different in this respect from acute cases: it is things being just thus-and-so in all their 

individuality and as they are sequenced that makes the life precious and meaningful for an individual, and which 

forms a breakable whole that is his valuable and meaningful life. The importance of this and what is at stake is 

undoubtedly indicated by its being uncontentious that a life devoid of value and meaning is an unbearable one. 

 

A problem is that it is hard to know which comes first, the individual receptivity that judges the life it has as 

valuable and meaningful, or the constituents of that life that are judged precious and meaningful. Indeed to pose 

the matter like that is most likely foolhardy; the two are tangled and grow together interdependently; they 

cannot really be detached but may be so detached only abstractly in thought. It is strange to talk about the person 

you are on the one hand, and what it is that makes your life your life and makes it expensive and meaningful. It 

may be argued, therefore, that changing an aspect of someone’s life may, however unimportant the change seem 

to others, wipe out the value and meaning of that life. 

 

The relation between a person and his life is like to that between an artist and his artwork, but in the case of a life 

there is only one consumer of it, and in the case of the artist the artwork is an event in his life, not (except in 

exceptional circumstances) his whole life. This makes the association between the value and meaning of a life and 

the person whose life it is even closer than that between the value and meaning of a work of art and those who 

value it; in the latter case tampering with it may raze one artwork that is appreciated; in the former case you may 

wipe out an entire life. 

 

It is argued here that noteworthy lessons as to how we should treat people may and should be erudite from the 

way an artwork comes to have its value and meaning, because these ways can be relocated to the value and 

meaning of the life of an individual person. We tend to see the point in the case of a creation, but miss it in the 

instance of a person’s life; but we should try to bring it about that we do not miss it if the similarity holds, for 

otherwise we will find ourselves far too effortlessly riding roughshod over what makes a life valuable and 

meaningful for someone. 

 

It is argued here that important lessons as to how we should treat people may and should be learnt from the 

system an artwork comes to have its value and meaning, because these ways can be transferred to the value and 

meaning of the life of an individual person. We incline to see the point in the case of an artwork, but miss it in 

the case of a person’s life; but we should try to bring it about that we do not miss it if the resemblance holds, for 

otherwise we will find ourselves far too easily riding roughshod over what makes a life valuable and meaningful 

for someone. 
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
